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JUNIOR CHAMPIONSHIP AT CASTLE COMBE

The Junior Championship is kart racing for drivers aged between 10 and 16 years who have graduated from the Drive-Tech Junior Racing School. Drivers can complete the year they turn 16. There are two Championships per year and the winner of each will be crowned champion for the championship. The two championships are:

Spring consisting of 10 rounds
Autumn consisting of 10 rounds

Championship Format:

Each championship contains 10 rounds, with the best 6 rounds to count for the overall points. To qualify for an award, drivers must have competed in at least 6 rounds of that Championship.
Event Format:

Each round of the Championship will consist of:

Practice

4 Heats per driver

1 Final per driver - Top 2 Drivers Progress onto the back of the next Final.
Final Grid Positions and finals are decided by points scored during the heats, in the event of a tie on points the positions are decided by fastest lap times. 

The points scored during the heats will qualify the driver for the Final. The top drivers will qualify for the A final. The next drivers for the B Final, etc. 
HEATS

Number of Karts per Heat will change depending on number of entries.
Points will be awarded as follows:

4 Karts: 1st: 7 Points 2nd: 4 Points 3rd: 2 Points 4th: 1 Point Non-finish: 1 Point
5 Karts: 1st: 10 Points 2nd: 7 Points 3rd: 4 Points 4th: 2 Points, 5th: 1 Point Non-finish: 1 Point
6 Karts:1st: 10 Points 2nd: 8 Points 3rd: 6 Points 4th: 4 Points, 5th: 2 Points 6th: 1 Point
Non-finish: 1 Point
Give Position Board: Give Place Back 
Black/white flag, 2 or 4 Place Penalty, 0 points if finish in last.
Black flag, disqualified from race and score -6 points
The points from the Heats will only determine which final you take part in.
FINAL Rounds 1 - 9:
Points will be awarded based on overall position in the event.
1st: 50 points 2nd: 48 Points 3rd: 46 Points 4th: 45 Points 5th: 44 Points 6th: 43 Points
Continuing to reduce by 1 point until 48th: 1 Point

3rd place in the B-F Finals will be classified as the place below the last place in the following Final. Example: If there are 8 Drivers in the A Final, 3rd place in the B Final will finish 9th in the days Event.

Give Position: Give Place Back, Black/white flag, 2 or 4 Place penalty.

Black flag: Disqualified from race and score - 6 points

Pole Position for A Final: 1 Point
Fastest lap of the Event: 1 Point

Only the points from the final will count towards the Championship.
Maximum Score per round: 52 Points.

Championship Format:

Two events will be run at each round of the Championship. In this situation we’ll aim to alternate which drivers race against each other based on Championship Positions. 

For the 10th and Final round of the Championship we will split the drivers in Championship order by their best 5 rounds. The bottom half will be in the morning racing for the Barnaby’s Trophy Championship and we’ll give trophies to the top 3 Barnaby’s Trophy drivers. The top half will race in the afternoon for the Overall Championship. The final round will be worth more points, so 1st will be 90 Points, 2nd 88, 3rd 86 and the points will decrease by 1 for each position. 

FINAL Round 10:

Points will be awarded based on overall position in the event.
1st: 90 points 2nd: 88 Points 3rd: 86 Points 4th: 85 Points 5th: 84 Points 6th: 83 Points continuing to reduce by 1 point. 

The Barnaby’s Trophy Final will be scored the same as finals 1 to 9, 1st: 50 points 2nd: 48 Points 3rd: 46 Points 4th: 45 Points Continuing to reduce by 1 point.

Give Position: Give Place Back
Black/white flag, 2 Place penalty.

Black flag: Disqualified from race and score - 6 points

Pole Position for Tier 1: 1 Point
Pole Position for Barnaby’s Trophy: 1 Point
Fastest lap of the Tier 1 Event: 1 Point
Fastest lap of the Barnaby’s Trophy: 1 Point
Trophies after each round

Morning Event: Trophies to 1st, 2nd & 3rd in the A Final after each round
Afternoon Event: Trophies to 1st, 2nd & 3rd in the A Final after each round

Rookie Trophy - For the highest placed rookie in his/her first full championship.

To be eligible for the Rookie Award Drivers must have competed in less than 5 rounds and not scored a podium finish before the start of this Championship.
Jamie Chadwick Trophy – Highest placed Female Driver in the championship
2nd Place Trophy – 2nd Highest placed Female Driver in the Championship
3rd Place Trophy – 3rd Highest Placed Female Driver in the Championship
U12 Championship Trophy – Highest Placed U12 Driver. (D.O.B. After 01/07/2013)

Only the best 6 Point Scores count towards the Championship total. In the event of a tie on points at the end of the championship, the position will be chosen by the most 1st place finishes in the final, If there is still a tie it will be chosen by 2nd place finishes. etc
Notes: 

· If an incident occurs on the last lap or the give position board is not shown in time the positions will be reversed after the finish of the race.


· The pit lane is a driver-only zone. Parents/helpers will not be allowed into pit lane.
· A driver must take part in the final to score points from that final for the Championship. Other Drivers cannot be promoted into a higher final if a driver does not take their place.
· If any mechanical fault occurs that was caused by an accident in which the driver was involved the kart will be repaired on the spot if possible and the driver will score the points due to their finishing position. If the kart cannot be repaired on track the driver will score points for last in that race.
· If a mechanical failure occurs not related to an incident and the race is not red-flagged the driver will score mechanical points equal to where they were at the time of the failure. (This will not change race result)

· 2. If a race is red-flagged due to multiple karts being stuck on the first lap the race director will have the option to re-start race from original positions.
· 2.1 If a driver is deemed at fault for causing a red flag they can be penalised through the penalties or by being put to the back of the grid / race results.
· 2.2 If you are the cause of the red flag due to injury, you will have to start at the back of the grid if there is a restart. Subject to clearance from a first aider. 

· 2.3 If you cause the red flag due to injury and the results are called you will score last place points.

· 2.4 If less than 1 lap is completed by the leader when the red flag comes out there will be a full restart in the same grid positions you started the race subject to clause 2.1 & 2.2.

· 2.5 If 1 or more laps has been completed and the red flag comes out we will restart in the order of the last lap completed, or the race will be called subject to clauses 2.1 & 2.3. 
· 2.6 If the red flag is due to kart failure we will change your kart and you will restart in the same position before your kart broke. Or if the race is declared, receive points for the position at the time of the failure.
· Any driver or Parent/Guardian not racing or behaving within the sporting spirit may result in the driver be excluded from the event.
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
